WHO TO TALK TO

To maintain effective communication and address any educational concerns regarding your child,
we have established the following comprehensive process:

1. Contact the Class Teacher: For initial inquiries or feedback, we encourage you to reach out to
your child's class teacher through our Class Dojo platform or via email. Our dedicated and caring
teachers are readily available to discuss your child's progress, address any concerns or provide
support as needed. They will gladly arrange a suitable time for a meeting to ensure focused
attention and open dialogue.

2. Head of Early Years, Primary or Secondary: In case your concerns require further attention or
relate to specific age groups, you can contact the respective Head of Early Years, Primary or
Secondary. These experienced leaders oversee the curriculum and educational experiences in
their designated areas. They are well-equipped to address academic, social or emotional
matters within their domains and collaborate with the class teachers to find appropriate
solutions.

3. Deputy Head or Head Teacher: Should your concerns remain unresolved or pertain to broader
school-related issues, we encourage you to escalate them to the Deputy Head or Head Teacher.
They serve as senior leaders with comprehensive knowledge of the school's policies, procedures
and vision. Their expertise enables them to address more complex matters, ensuring that your
concerns are given the utmost attention and resolved with care.

Scheduled Parent-Teacher Meetings: Throughout the academic year, we organise both formal and
informal opportunities for parent-teacher meetings. These meetings provide an excellent platform
to discuss your child's progress, strengths, and areas of improvement. We value your participation
in these meetings as they facilitate a deeper understanding of your child's learning journey and
foster a strong home-school partnership.

Regular Communication Channels: At Southern International School, we prioritise transparent
communication with parents. In addition to scheduled meetings, we maintain regular
communication channels, such as newsletters, school announcements and digital platforms, to keep
you informed about upcoming events, curriculum updates and important school information.



Our commitment to open communication and collaboration ensures that we provide a nurturing and
conducive learning environment for your child's holistic development. Your active engagement as
parents is highly valued and we strive to address your concerns with empathy, professionalism, and
efficiency.

What to do if you have a general question:
1. Talk to the school office or reception. You can contact us by phone, email or in person.

2. Contact the SIH Parents Group. They meet regularly with the Head Teacher and can discuss
a wide variety of topics important to parents.

3. There are plenty of opportunities to talk to the Head Teacher and Senior leaders, formally
and informally. Please make an appointment to speak to someone or meet them at the end of
school.

THE SCHOOL DAY

Students must aim to arrive at school between 7.30am and 7.55am, but no earlier than 7.30am.
Each day we raise the flag together. Students arriving after 8.00am are considered late for school
and will not be allowed to enter class without first going to see the front office staff to get a late
mark. Lateness is recorded and statistics form part of the termly report.

For safety reasons, parents are not allowed to enter the teaching areas in Pre KG, KG1
or KG2, or go to the upstairs classrooms without permission. Teaching assistants will meet
parents and children and escort them to the classroom. If parents wish to see the classroom teacher,
they can make an appointment with the school office.

Extra-curricular activities run from 2.30pm to 3.30pm on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. There
are no activities on Mondays, when teachers have staff meetings or Fridays when School finishes at
2.30pm. Clubs are charged at THB 500 per club per term (more for Premium Clubs such as robotics,
swimming etc.) and are compulsory. If your child cannot attend clubs, parents need to write to the
Head Teacher to ask for individual permission.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

Students’ health and safety is the school’s foremost concern. The following information describes
the precautions taken to protect the well-being of all students. If your child has any specific health,
safety, or security needs, please inform the school so that appropriate arrangements can be made.

Medication

The Head Teacher, the student's teacher and the Bangkok Hospital, HatYai onsite nurse must be
informed whenever a student is required to take prescription medication at school. To ensure the
safe administration of prescription medication, the school requires a written order from the student's
doctor and a permission slip from the student's parent.

All prescription medication must be submitted to the Bangkok Hospital nurse onsite in its original
prescription container, clearly labeled with the student's name, the name of the medication, the
date of expiration, and the proper dosage. Our qualified onsite nurse will be responsible for
administering the medication to the child.

We prioritise the well-being and safety of our students and adhering to this medication protocol
ensures that proper care and attention are given to students requiring medical support during school
hours.



Healthcare

The School has a segregated clinic operated by a qualified nurse. The health of all students is closely
monitored and minor ilinesses are referred to the clinic to be treated by the nurse. The nurse will
take the temperature and carry out a visual check of all students as they enter the school daily. The
school also has an arrangement with a local hospital for emergency treatment. It is school policy to
notify the parents of students who fall ill or are involved in accidents. The nurse is also responsible
for ensuring that prescribed medication is given to students when necessary. The nurse is the only
person authorised to dispense medications that are approved by a doctor’s prescription on behalf
of parents. Please ensure your current contact details are up to date in case we should need to
contact you about a medical emergency.

We aim to provide a healthy diet to students and are constantly reviewing what we provide for
meals and sell for snacks. Water is freely available around the campus.

Children are never allowed to proceed outside the school gate unless escorted by a parent or
teacher

Senior students are not allowed to drive themselves to school unless they have completed all
required licensing and insurance routines for legal driving. These students are not allowed to drive
on to the campus at any time and the school will not accept any responsibility for their driving
safety or the security of their vehicle.

Pastoral care

Southern International School is committed to a holistic education and we are not only focused on
academics, but on educating the whole child. Teachers therefore plan a curriculum that enriches
the physical, emotional and spiritual development of students.

Pastoral care is a shared responsibility within a structured framework. Class teachers play an
important role in overseeing the welfare of their students on a day-to-day basis. Every child has a
form tutor, who sees him/her every day and provides academic and emotional support. Parents
should contact the form tutor if there any concerns about their child’s welfare. We also have a school
counselor, who will see students individually who have been referred by a teacher or parents.

Policy on head lice

It is estimated that as many as one in three four to eleven year olds will get head lice at some point.
A head lice infestation is not the result of dirty hair or poor hygiene. All types of hair can
be affected, regardless of its length and condition. Lice are highly contagious and can spread quickly
from person to person, especially in group settings.

In the past, children with head lice were kept home from school, but now doctors no longer
recommend these "no-nit" policies. Our policy is that a child who has lice should stay at school until
the end of the day, go home and get treatment, and return to school the next day. All members of
the household must also be treated. While they are at school, children should avoid head-to-head
contact with others.



ATTENDANCE

Maintaining good attendance in school is best fostered when parents support and require their
children to attend regularly. One of the most important things your child can do to achieve academic
success is also one of the most basic: going to school every day. In fact, research has shown that
a child's attendance record may be the biggest factor influencing their academic success. There are
other benefits as well:

Achievement: students who attend school regularly are more likely to have higher literacy and
numeracy outcomes than students who don't attend school regularly.

Exposure to the English language: regular school attendance can also help students who are
learning English by giving them the chance to master the skills and information they need more
quickly and accurately even in other subjects.

Being part of the school community: just by being present at school, your child is learning
how to be a good citizen by participating in the school community; learning valuable social skills,
and developing a broader world view.

The importance of education: Your commitment to school attendance will also send a message
to your child that education is a priority for your family. Going to school every day is a critical part
of educational success, and demonstrates that it is important to take responsibilities seriously.

Attendance and absences

e Students are expected to attend all classes unless officially excused. Attendance is extremely
important to student success. When a student is going to be away from school,
parents/guardians are to call the school in advance, or send a note/email to school explaining
the absence. In the case of an unexpected absence such as iliness, parents/guardians are to
call the school at the beginning of the school day. It is the responsibility of the student to
catch up on all work missed during the absence.

e Students are to be in class, seated and ready to begin lessons at 8.15am. If a student
arrives to class late, the classroom teacher will record the late on the attendance.
Classroom teachers will monitor lateness for their particular class and assign consequences.
When a student arrives to school or class late, parents/guardians are to call the school in
advance, or send a note to school explaining the late. Students without a valid reason will
be subject to consequences. Sleeping in, missing the bus, out for lunch etc. do not
constitute a valid reason. If it is necessary for a student to leave school prior to the end of
the school day, the student will report to their classroom teacher with a note from
parent/guardian.

How Parents Can Help

1. Make holiday plans that will coincide with the school calendar. Students on vacation during
school time will miss a great amount of work.

2. Please schedule appointments (e.g. dental, medical, personal business) outside school hours
wherever possible.

3. Permit absence only when necessary. Question your child about assignments due and tests to

be written, before permitting an absence.

Discourage your child from staying up late on school nights.

Please support us and insist that your child attends special events such as assemblies and

guest speakers. This is a very important component of character development.

Parents should notify the school in writing about any extended absence. Thai Government
regulations require students to attend school for 80% of the total number of school days in any
given year. Failure to comply with this policy puts at risk a students’ promotion to the next class.

Taking children out of school for holidays outside the school calendar is not permitted
and will be recorded as an unauthorised absence. This will be noted on the student’s
records and reports.

BULLYING

The school has an anti-bullying policy and below is a summary of our principles. We do not accept
bullying. Bullying occurs when an individual or group uses strength, influence or power to hurt
another person; either physically or emotionally, by intimidating or demeaning them. This includes:

Physical assault against a person or group

Derogatory name calling of an insulting and/or personal nature

Verbal abuse and threats

Ridiculing an individual

Graffiti directed at an individual and designed to intimidate or embarrass
Theft or use of property without permission; hiding another student’s property
Inciting others to commit acts of bullying

Racist, sexist and homophobic behavior

Cyber bullying through using mobile phones or the Internet

Deliberate exclusion or isolation of another student

Persistent bullying can severely inhibit a child’s ability to learn effectively or a member of staff’s
ability to do their job. The negative effects of bullying can have an impact on a person for their
entire life. SIH wishes to promote a secure and happy environment free from threat, harassment
and any type of bullying behavior; including racist and homophobic bullying. The school will
intervene immediately when instances of bullying are detected. Students who fail to accept
responsibility and change unacceptable behaviour will be excluded from the school.

COMMUNICATION

Most communication with parents will take place via email, Class Dojo or The Official SIH Line. It is
therefore very important that you ensure that the School has your current contact details. A weekly
newsletter will be sent to all parents. There are Line groups specifically for parents, moderated by
the Parents Committee. In addition, Early Years and Primary teachers use Class Dojo to
communicate with parents and we have a noticeboard in the lobby for important information.

Parent/Teacher meetings are arranged once a term. Parents are expected to attend these meetings,
as they are invaluable opportunities to meet your child’s teachers and discuss your child’s academic
progress and behaviour. Dates are provided in the school calendar and will be advised beforehand
via email.

The Head Teacher and school management can usually be seen by parents at any time during the
school day between 8.00am and 4.30pm. Please bear in mind that from time to time they may not
be available so you are strongly advised to make an appointment in advance with the School office.

SIH has a Parent Club and each class has a representative. Please check our school website for
more information.



THE SITH COMMUNITY

Each member of the SIH community has a role to play in creating a safe, orderly environment that
is conducive to learning. The various roles and the responsibilities that accompany each are outlined
on the following pages.

Classroom Teachers and Teaching Assistants.

The classroom teacher at the school is the center of the school’s character education and discipline
policy. Teachers will continually emphasise to both students and parents the School’s expectations.
The expectations will be established as rules for each classroom and the school as a whole. In this
way, teachers will focus on teaching and encouraging appropriate conduct, rather than just trying
to “control” behavior.

Three basic principles of classroom management and discipline will be implemented by all
teachers.

e At the beginning of the school year, students will be given the information they need
to behave responsibly in each type of classroom activity and their efforts will be
reinforced throughout the year.

e Teachers will strive to interact frequently with each student when the student is
behaving appropriately.

e When misbehavior occurs, teachers will calmly and consistently implement mild classroom
“consequences,” corrective actions taken in response to inappropriate behavior, using such
instances as teaching opportunities. The focus of interaction with each student will continue
to be primarily positive, with a ratio of at least four positive interactions to every one
correction.

Though these principles will serve as useful guides, each teacher, student and situation is unique.
Teachers will use professional discretion to select the specific procedures that fit individual student
needs and particular situations.

Teachers will work in collaboration with other staff to solve problems that are chronic or severe.
Head Teacher

The role of the Head Teacher with regard to discipline is to guide staff and students in their
efforts to ensure student success - the central mission of SIH.

The Head Teacher will have a thorough working knowledge of the Code of Conduct and when
necessary will assist staff in implementing classroom and school-wide management procedures.
Working with appropriate staff, the Head Teacher will provide training and continued support to
teachers as they strive to teach students the value of following the school-wide expectations/rules.

The Head Teacher will assist staff in responding to severe misbehaviour, such as insubordination
and physically dangerous and/or illegal acts, as well as any chronic or recurring problems.

In certain cases, appropriate staff will initiate time-out periods, parent conferences, in-school
suspensions, out-of-school suspensions, or other severe consequences. The Head Teacher may
also contact the appropriate law enforcement authorities, depending on the nature of the infraction.
If the Head Teacher is unavailable to assist with a crisis situation, the school’s administrative
assistant will direct referrals to another assigned senior staff member.



The Head Teacher will lead the school’s Leadership Team and will be responsible for ensuring that
the team meets on a regular basis. In addition, the Head Teacher will assist teachers with the
implementation of their classroom management plans, if needed.

Leadership Team

The Leadership Team, led by the Head Teacher, will do the following throughout the year:

e Create a school culture that focuses on student and adult learning.

e Set high expectations and standards for the academic and social development of all students
and the performance of adults.

e Demand content and instruction that ensures student achievement of academic standards as
outlined in the charter agreement.

e Create a school philosophy that values continuous learning for adults tied into student
learning and other school goals.

e Use multiple sources of data collection to analyse barriers to achievement and to access,
identify and apply instructional improvement.

e Actively engage the community to create shared responsibility for student and school success.

Annually the Leadership Team will:

e Conduct a formal year-end review of the school’s positive behavior support structures, as
well as discipline policies and procedures. This process will include a review of all suggestions
made during the year, a review of all office referrals and all exclusionary timeouts from
reinforcement, and a staff review of all common area problems. As part of the year-end
review, staff will provide input through surveys, interviews and other forms of information
gathering. Structures and policies will be rewritten as necessary, based on staff feedback.

e Review the school’s disciplinary policies with staff at the beginning of each new school year
to ensure that students will be taught (or re-taught) the school’s rules and that the school’s
expectations for conduct and character development are understood in all classrooms and
common areas.

Support Staff

The school office staff serve as the first point of contact for parents, monitors parents’ concerns and
supports the Head Teacher and Leadership Team ensuring compliance with corporate, local, state
and federal guidelines and procedures.

Students

Students at the school will take pride in their efforts to follow the school-wide expectations, and
cultivating the virtues embodied in the heroes they study, both past and present. In the classroom,
students will follow the teacher’s classroom rules at all times and especially during instruction;
direction will be articulated for each activity.

Parents

As partners in education, parents are encouraged to participate fully in the education of their
children. The support and cooperation of parents is the basis of and vital factor in supporting a child
to reach his or her full potential. First and foremost, parents will be expected to support the
academic learning of their children by maintaining high expectations for both the students and the



school. The major role of parents with regard to discipline and character education at the school is
to demonstrate consistent interest in the children’s progress at school and support for their best
efforts. Parental support provides an enormous incentive for children to strive for excellence. Parents
will be kept informed of students’ efforts through teacher parent meetings, termly reports, Class
Dojo, phone calls, coffee mornings and newsletter/social media updates.

Parents may be asked to help teach their child specific skills, such as remembering homework,
learning to be more independent or managing anger in a mature way. If parents are asked to assist
staff, specific information will be provided on ways to help the student.

If there is a severe or recurring problem, parents will be asked to help staff teach the student an
alternative set of behaviors. In such cases, it is important to recognise that teaching a student to
behave appropriately as a contributing member of this school community will enable him or her to
succeed in primary and secondary school. By working together, parents and staff can help the
student acquire the skills that will increase opportunities for success throughout life. Consistent
failure to comply with the specifics of the school’s plan for teaching appropriate behavior will disrupt
learning and in some case result in stern disciplinary measures including the student’s expulsion.

HOUSE SYSTEM

Southern International School has a teamwork and motivation system, which is based on Houses.
The school has three houses based on planets:

Venus - Green
Mars - Red
Neptune -  Blue

Every student is placed in a house when they enroll in the school and will remain in the same house
throughout their time in school. Siblings will be placed in the same House.

SCHOOL UNIFORM

We believe that our distinctive uniform plays a valuable role in contributing to the ethos and tone
of the school. It helps to encourage in our students, a sense of community spirit, personal pride and
a common purpose, while also reinforcing positive behaviour.

All students are expected to wear the correct uniform at all times and to respect other aspects of
our dress code. We actively encourage parents to reinforce standards of dress and to ensure that
students’ uniform is consistent with school policy.

The School Uniform and Dress Code makes an important contribution to creating a positive and
purposeful school ethos. Students are expected to be neat and well-groomed and in a manner
consistent with our school environment.

All of the SIH uniform can be purchased from the school with the exception of items of footwear.

At SIH we ask that students wear white socks with plain black leather shoes and
during PE, training shoes should be worn.



In case that students would like to wear jackets in the classroom, it must be school jackets only.

Hair should be neat and tidy and clear of both the face and shoulders. Long hair should be neatly
tied back.

PE UNIFORM AND PERSONAL HYGIENE

Kindergarten
Students in KG1 and KG2 should come to school in their PE uniform on days when they have PE.
They can stay in their PE uniforms for the whole day.

Years1-13

On days when students have Physical Education (PE) classes, they are allowed to wear their PE
uniform to school. However, they must also bring their complete school uniform and toiletries to
freshen up after their PE lesson. Once the PE class is over, they are required to change back into
their school uniform for the rest of the school day. There is an exception to this rule, if they have a
sports ECA, in this instance they can remain in their PE kit, however we would highly recommend a
fresh PE t-shirt, especially for Year 7 upwards.

SCHOOL DRESS CODE
In addition to the school uniform, the following standards are established to ensure that the
instructional programme of the school may operate fully and effectively for all students, free from
interference and distraction and without hazard or threat to students’ health, safety and general
welfare:

1. Students attending school must be clean. Likewise, clothing must be neat, clean and in a
good state of repair.

2. Oversized, baggy or sagging clothing is not allowed.

3. Closed footwear that covers the entire foot must be worn for safety reasons. Sandals and
flip-flops are potentially hazardous and are not allowed to be worn.

4. Items of jewellery must not be worn. Students may wear the smallest plain studded
earrings in either gold or silver. Big loops and dangling earrings are not allowed.

5. Shirts must be properly buttoned.

6. Girls’ hair should be neatly groomed and tied back away from the face.

7. Tattoos, body piercing or writing on the body are not allowed.

8. Make up should be limited to discreet face powder and lip gloss for Key Stage 4 students.

9. Muslim girls can wear long skirts and long sleeved shirts.



LOCKERS

All secondary students will be issued a locker in which to store their belongings. We strongly
encourage students to use these lockers and to place their bags into their lockers at the beginning
of each day. Primary students will have an assigned place within their classroom where bags can
be stored. Lost keys can be replaced at a cost form the school office.

TRANSPORT TO SCHOOL

Students are not permitted to drive to school unless they are 18 years old and have permission from
their parents and the school. Parking is prohibited on school grounds. Students who are legally
allowed to drive a motorcycle are permitted to use it to come to school provided they produce the
insurance details and wear a crash helmet.

ASSEMBLY

There are regular assemblies, sometimes Early Years, Primary or Secondary and sometimes the
whole school. The flag is raised and the Thai national anthem is played daily. Parents will be invited
to special assemblies. Once per half term we hold a Celebration Assembly to recognise
achievements.

LANGUAGE

As an international school, the language of communication at Southern is English and students will
be encouraged to speak English at all times. No disrespectful or foul language in Thai, English or
another language will be tolerated within the school premises. Students should be polite and show
respect to all members of the School community and to visitors to the School by greeting them in
English and Thai. Teachers should be addressed by their first name, preceded by Mr, Mrs or Miss
For example.: Mr Will, Mr Paul, Miss Amy.

ENGLISH AS AN ADDITIONAL LANGUAGE (EAL)

We employ full-time and part-time EAL staff to support students in learning English. Every student
has a diagnostic test for English and where the school feels a student needs additional support, we
will take the student out of other classes to provide extra tuition. There is a charge for this. Once
the student has been assessed and considered capable of accessing the whole curriculum, EAL
support and charges for it will stop.

THE CURICULUM FOR NON-THAI NATIONALS

Students who are not Thai nationals will be given an alternative curriculum that takes place during
Thai classes. This will be Thai for beginners (TFL).

STATIONERY AND TEXTBOOKS
Parents will be issued with a list of textbooks required for each class. All textbooks can be purchased

from the school and remain the property of the student. Stationery such as notebooks and other
materials can be purchased from the school office.



EQUIPMENT

As well as having appropriate text books and note books, students are expected to carry with them
other items of equipment considered essential for learning. The requirement may vary depending
on the students’ class. The following list is a guide to the equipment that students should have in
their possession, ready for use when required. All items should be clearly labeled with the student’s
name. We ask that parents ensure that students are fully equipped for learning and that they carry
all essential equipment to school each day.

MOBILE PHONES and ELECTRONIC DEVICES

We discourage students from bringing mobile phones or any other electronic devices into school.
However, if students bring these devices they should be kept in bags, set to ‘silent’ mode or switched
off and not brought out during class or at break times unless approved by the class teacher.

Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) Policy

We expect students in the Secondary section (Year 7 and above) to bring their own devices (BYOD)
to school, such as laptops and tablet computers. The class teacher will decide when and if these
devices will be used in class. As a school we will be making increased use of technology to enhance
teaching and learning. Students and parents are expected to sign an Acceptable Use Policy
agreement. The school will not accept responsibility for any damage or loss to these devices.



CURRICULUM
Pre KG — KG2

Students are taught literacy and numeracy from the UK National Curriculum Early Years —
Foundation Level. This supports students’ skills to successfully transition into the UK National
Curriculum Key Stages 1 and 2, used from Years 1 — 6.

Students are introduced to Science, History, Geography, Art, and Life Skills through the International
Primary Curriculum — Early Years.

Music and P.E. are also taught according to the UK National Curriculum Early Years — Foundation
Level

Primary Curriculum

Students in the SIH Primary school are taught from a combination of the UK National Curriculum,
the International Primary Curriculum (IPC), Singapore Maths and Singapore Science.

All curricula is internationally recognised, popular curricula providing a high standard of
knowledge, skills and understanding in English, Maths, Science, History, Geography, Art, Music, P.E.,
ICT, and International Studies.

Secondary Curriculum
Key Stage 3 — Year 7, 8& 9

When a student enters the secondary department of SIH, he/she is in Year 7 and will be learning
all subjects in English, with the exception of Thai, based on the Key Stage 3 English National
Curriculum, until the end of Year 9.

The students have the opportunity to study English, Thai, Maths, Science, Computing, History,
Geography, Physical Education, PSHE (Personal Social and Health Education), Art & Design, Drama,
Mandarin and Music.

Key Stage 3 focuses on providing the foundation knowledge for the International General Certificate
of Secondary Education work in Year 10.

Toward the end of Year 9 the students will be given options to study at IGCSE level in Year 10 and
11. This means as well as the 3 core IGCSE subjects: English, Mathematics and Science; (either
Biology, Chemistry, Physics or General Science), they can choose four extra areas of study.

Key Stage 4 —Year 10 & 11
The International General Certificate of Secondary Education (IGCSE)

IGCSEs are external international qualifications and are highly respected, internationally recognized
qualifications.

At Southern International School the IGCSE will be taken at the end of Year 11. These are
externally set examinations, meaning that the exam papers are prepared and issued by an official
body and upon student completion, are then returned for external marking and grading. The
results of which are announced in the following August.

The students will all study English, Maths, Science, Thai and PSHE (Personal Social Health and
Education). They also have optional subject choices which include Art & Design, Drama, Music,
Physics, Chemistry, Biology, History, Geography, Computing, Physical Education and Enterprise.
All Year 10 and Year 11 students are encouraged to attend extra tuition classes that will be offered
as ECAs, which are intended to compliment and work in conjunction with the curriculum being
studied in lessons during the school day.



Key Stage 5 —Year 12 & 13
AS and A levels

AS and A levels are external international qualifications and are highly respected, internationally
recognised qualifications. Students would normally take 3 AS levels in subjects they have passed
well at IGCSE, sitting examinations at the end of Year 12. They would then normally continue into
Year 13. The options available will depend on the number of students joining the sixth form and
each students’ individual interests, areas of knowledge and skills.

ASSESSEMENT

There are three terms in an academic year. Assessment is continuous over each term. Assessment
is @ process of gathering and interpreting evidence to make judgments about student learning.
Assessment identifies what students know, understand and can do at different stages in the learning
process. It also identifies skills and knowledge which students are yet to master. Assessment helps
teachers to plan, guide and implement learning.

At Southern International School teachers gather evidence through:

e formative assessments of student learning which occurs throughout the year and may take the
form of presentations, quizzes, role plays, short tests, written responses, essays, reports.

e summative assessments of student learning (assessment of learning): end of unit or term tests
and end of term examinations. Students will sit Cambridge Progression tests in English, Maths
and Science in Years 7 and 8, and externally marked Checkpoint tests in Year 6.

Reports will be issued three times a year at the end of the term.
HOMEWORK

Homework is an integral part of the partnership between the school and parents. It develops the
student’s independent learning in a non-school environment. The homework policy encourages
students to plan and prioritise so that they are able to achieve their best.

Homework has several purposes:

to promote self-discipline, responsibility and organisational skills,

to provide opportunities for review and practice,

to prepare for the next lesson through obtaining background material,

to expand the curriculum to allow students to learn in "real life" situations i.e., outside
of school,

e to provide extension opportunities for students to pursue individual projects,

e to provide opportunities for parents to be involved with their child’s learning and

e to provide an opportunity for reflection.

Parents can positively influence their children’s attitudes to learning. They can actively support
their child in many ways by:
e giving advice and encouragement,
e jointly planning to develop a workable home schedule which accommodates family
activities,
e providing a suitable place for homework to be done,
e regularly consulting the student record book where their child notes down their
homework,
e checking that homework is done.

All students are encouraged to spend time reading every day. Reading time is included in the
recommended homework times. In addition to their regular homework, primary students may be
required to undertake a research project each term. Class teachers will decide on the topic for the
project and inform students in advance.

SCHOOL DISCIPLINE

The main aim of the school’s disciplinary procedures is to provide a safe, secure and disciplined
environment, which is conducive to effective teaching and learning. The school expects all students
and parents to be familiar with the school rules, and be aware that breaking the rules has
consequences.

We expect our students to remember that when outside the school and in uniform, their behaviour
is a reflection on the school. We ask that parents encourage their children to play a positive part in
the creation of an effective teaching and learning environment.

SIH’s expectations are that students should:

e Treat others as you would like to be treated yourself;

e Demonstrate good manners and considerate behaviour at all times;

e Be conscientious in your attitude to work and school commitments, aiming to do your
best at every opportunity;

Allow others to work without disturbance;

Care for other people’s welfare and property;

Look after the physical environment of the school;

Ensure that you do not hurt yourself or others;

Co-operate with others in a spirit of trust, mutual support and common purpose.
Accept that our expectations for work and behaviour are high, and that individuals are
accountable for their actions.



When rules are broken, the following consequences may be imposed, depending on the
circumstances. It could be a lunch time detention, after school detention, meeting with parents or
internal and external suspension.

Disciplinary issues

When an unacceptable behaviour is displayed, it is dealt with by the teacher in the first instance. If
the behaviour persists, the teacher may place a disciplinary report in the student’s file and confer
with the Head Teacher regarding a school sanction or intervention.

Homework not done

Lateness to school

Incorrect or incomplete books/equipment/materials

Chewing gum / eating in class

Disruptive / unacceptable behavior / noise making

Refusal to do as instructed by the teacher

Swearing and inappropriate language in either Thai or English
Lateness to class

Copying other student’s work e.g. homework or class work
Inappropriate use of mobile phones in class.

The Head Teacher, in consultation with teachers, will determine when a students’ behavior requires
further discussion or intervention.

Consequences for Severe Misbehaviour

Most misbehaviour will be handled by discussion or the use of mild consequences. However, severe
misbehaviour will be met swiftly with equally severe consequences. Such behaviour is defined as
belonging to at least one of the following categories:

e Insubordinate behavior
e Physically dangerous behaviour
e Illegal behavior

Insubordinate behaviour is the direct refusal to comply with a reasonable staff instruction within a
specified period of time. In such cases, the staff member involved will first explain to the student
why his or her actions are inappropriate and will issue a mild consequence for the offense. If the
student continues to disregard the staff member’s instruction, he or she will be sent to the office
and the incident will be reported to the appropriate staff member.

Insubordination is a breakdown in communication. When a student has been referred to the office
for this offense, the Head Teacher or designee will arrange a conference between the student, the
staff member involved, and possibly the student’s parent or guardian. The purpose of the conference
will be to establish a plan that will help the student communicate more responsibly in the future.

In cases of physically dangerous behaviour—fighting, assault, verbal assault, physical intimidation,
sexual intimidation—staff will firmly inform the students to stop the physical altercation. If the
students do not respond, staff will use professional judgment to determine whether or not to
intervene physically. Staff will not be required to take action that could be physically dangerous; in
such cases, another student will be sent immediately for assistance. The Head Teacher or designee
will notify parents and make all decisions regarding whether to contact the appropriate law
enforcement authorities.



If a staff member is aware that a student has been or is engaged in illegal activity, the staff member
will refer the case to the office. The Head Teacher or designee will notify the student’s parent or
guardian and make all decisions regarding whether to contact the appropriate law enforcement
authorities. Any student who brings a weapon to school or who uses a dangerous item in a way
that makes another person feel threatened is subject to immediate expulsion. All incidents involving
weapons will be reported to the appropriate law enforcement agencies.

The following consequences may be applied in cases of severe misbehaviour.

Exclusionary Timeout

Sometimes younger students may need a neutral environment to help manage their own behaviour,
or to cool down or reflect on inappropriate behaviour. Such timeouts involve removing the student
from the learning setting to a supervised area, such as the back of a classroom or the office. An
exclusionary timeout may also be imposed as a consequence of misbehaviour.

Faculty, staff, and school leaders will adhere to the following procedures when imposing an
exclusionary timeout from reinforcement. No student shall ever be unsupervised during a timeout
situation.

. Upon the behavioural infraction, the student will be sent on a three-minute timeout away
from the instructional setting. The student will be told in a firm, non-emotional voice, that
he or she has made the choice to continue the inappropriate behaviour, and that a timeout
is the consequence.

. When the three minutes have passed, the student will be required to complete a simple
task to complete in order to show that he or she is ready to transition back to the learning
setting.

. The student’s chair will then be moved close to the room or instructional group, and he or
she will be required to do a more limited compliance set (about five tasks).

. Upon the successful completion of the set, the child will be allowed to rejoin the group.

. The child will be required to make-up the time spent in timeout during an activity that is
relatively rewarding (e.g., recess or unstructured activities).

. If the child does not follow the directions during any of the previous steps, the timeout

procedures will be repeated.
Suspension

In response to cases of severe misbehaviour in which a student violates school policies, rules, or
regulations, or otherwise interferes with the orderly operation of the school, the Head Teacher or a
designee may suspend or temporarily remove the student from school. Suspension will be regarded
as a serious consequence and students will be removed immediately. If there are extenuating
circumstances preventing immediate removal from the school grounds, the Head Teacher or
designee will assume full responsibility for the student until he or she is removed. The student’s
parents will be required to meet with the Head Teacher or designee and any staff members involved
in the suspension prior to the student’s return to the school. A suspended student must make up
missed work, and will not be allowed to be on the school grounds or to attend any school-related
functions at any time during the suspension. In addition, the student may be required to complete
homework related to the disciplinary infraction. For suspensions of 10 days or less, the student’s
parents will be required to meet with the Head Teacher and any staff members involved in the
suspension prior to the student’s return to the school. A student can only be readmitted to class
with the consent of the staff member involved. If the staff member disagrees, the Board will
establish a placement committee to find an appropriate placement for the student. The committee



will make a decision within three days. This policy in no way diminishes the due process rights
under the federal law of a student who has been determined to be eligible for special education
programs and services.

Expulsion

Expulsion is defined as the removal of the right and obligation of a pupil to attend the school under
the conditions set by the school’s Board of Trustees. A student can be recommended for expulsion
if the student has had three or more suspensions for severe misbehaviour (as defined in the section
on suspension). The Head Teacher will make a recommendation to expel a student to the School
Board.

A student who brings a dangerous weapon to school or uses an implement in school in any way
that makes another student, staff member or volunteer feel threatened will be subject to an
expulsion hearing before the School Board. If a student brings a firearm to school, the student will
be expelled for at least one year. If a student enrolled in grade 6 or above commits a physical or
verbal assault at school against a person employed by or engaged as a volunteer or contractor by
the school board, and if the physical or verbal assault is reported to the school board, or building
Head Teacher by the victim or, if the victim is unable to report the assault, by another person on
the victim's behalf, then the school board, shall expel the student from the school permanently. In
addition, if a student in grade 6 or above makes a bomb threat or similar threat directed at a school
building, other property, or at a school-related event, then the school board, or designee on behalf
of the school board, shall expel the pupil from the school for up to 180 school days. If the Head
Teacher receives a report of physical or verbal assault, he or she shall forward the report to the
school board with the recommendation to expel.

An expelled student will not be permitted on school grounds or at any school-related functions for
the duration of his or her expulsion. If an individual is expelled, it is the responsibility of that
individual and of his or her parent or legal guardian to locate a suitable educational program and to
enroll the individual in such program during the expulsion. If the expulsion is for a limited time,
such as one year, the expelled student may choose to attend another school during this period.
Students under the age of fourteen may be expelled for the duration of the existing school year.

BIRTHDAYS

Students are allowed to celebrate birthdays with their classmates under the supervision of the class
teacher. Celebrations should not intrude on teaching time and will take place during breaks. Should
you wish us to arrange a birthday cake for your child please inform your class teacher at least 48
hours before the event. Students may bring a birthday cake and snacks.

PARENT COMMITTEE

All existing parents are invited to join the parents Line group for their child’s class.
The Parent Committee is a volunteer forum for:

e Fostering good relations between parents and teachers.
e Encouraging a spirit of cooperation and pride in the accomplishments of the school.
e Assistance in organising special events to raise funds for the school.

The exact choice and focus of activities each year depends on the interests of the people who
choose to participate. An elected committee meets on a regular basis throughout the year.
