At SIH, our curriculum provides a comprehensive

educational journey tailored to support each stage
of your child's development. From PKG to Year 9,
we follow the Oxford International Curriculum,
which is based upon the National Curriculum of
England. This approach ensures a strong foundation
in skills, knowledge, and understanding. In Years
10 to 13, students have the choice to progress to
either Oxford AQA or Cambridge International
qualifications, preparing them for academic excellence

and future success.
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Early Years at SIH

Here at SIH we provide a rich and positive start to a child's education which lays a solid, happy

and memorable foundation for their future progress through the rest of the school. Our small class
sizes allow us to meet the needs of each individual child so they get their best learning experience
possible. We follow the interests of the children and tailor our lessons so that children learn about
things they are most passionate about. We use a mixture of our excellent environment and our
play-based learning style to ensure that children get the best possible start to their education.

At SIH we teach children to read and write through systematically taught 'synthetic phonics' where
children learn the different sounds of the letters in the alphabet. We follow a phonics first approach
to reading, where children learn to decode (read) and encode (spell) printed words quickly and
fluently by blending and segmenting letter sounds.

At SIH your child will have time to concentrate; to pursue an idea, whether making a model, enjoying
a book or painting. Your child will find that there is always someone ready to answer questions, to
encourage them and extend their English language acquisition. Your child will have fun and form
friendships with their peers and develop a positive attitude to learning.

We also share your child's learning journey with you via an online portal. You will get to see
pictures and videos of your child in school so you will be able to keep up with all the wonderful
things they achieve. This allows us to create a digital scrapbook of pictures of your child throughout

At Southern International School the primary goal for our English as an Additional Language
(EAL) function is to allow our students to be able to engage in their day-to-day studies and truly
get the most out of their education. We see EAL as a support function to ensure students can fully
engage with the excellent curriculum and to be able to work alongside their peers.

Students that require English language support join focused intervention lessons which look to
improve their English ability to the appropriate level for their respective age, thus allowing them
to be incorporated back into the standard curriculum,

The EAL curriculum is aligned to the Cambridge, Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages, which is internationally recognised for measuring and teaching the English language.
Students’ reading, writing, speaking, listening and grammar are all taught and assessed within

the curriculum to ensure students improve every aspect of their English.
